Course Description: 

This course stresses the political, economic, and social institutions of the developing world. While some time is devoted to political and physical geography, the main emphasis is on the historical development and present condition of the cultural forces within the regions and countries under study. Special emphasis is given to the struggle between tradition and change. Enrichment activities include involvement in Model United Nations with an emphasis on current events, Genealogy project, and “Create A Nation” project. This is the first course in the 4 year MUN International Studies Program.
