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THE CRISIS IN KUWAIT


The General Assembly
,

Reminding all nations of the obligations they share to maintain and promote international 
peace and security as detailed in Article 2 of the UN Charter,

Reiterating the fact that visitors within a nation are entitled to fundamental rights, including the right to freely choose when to leave the country, as outlined in the Universal Declaration on Human Rights (G.A. Resolution 217A (III)),

Emphasizing the right of all nations to act in defense of a violation of territorial integrity granted in Article 51 of the UN Charter;

1. Calls for the immediate, complete, and unconditional withdrawal of Iraqi forces from 
Kuwait;

2. 
Further calls for the cessation of all hostilities directed towards foreigners and Kuwaiti nationals in the region, accompanied by the release of all “guests” currently being held in the region by Saddam Hussein;

3. Strongly reaffirms the belief that increased military presence in the region is the most effective means by which to defuse the situation;

4. Encourages all nations to continue to do whatever is within their means, be it sending tanks or troops or maintaining sanctions, to demonstrate to Saddam Hussein the large scale opposition to his forcible annexation of Kuwait;

5. Establishes a buffer zone extending 10 miles on each side of the effective Iraqi-Saudi border;

6. Calls for the 
establishment of a multinational peacekeeping force which would serve to maintain the neutrality of the buffer zone;

7. Decides to remain actively seized on the matter.
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
